All the Exhibits must be the bona fide property of the Exhibitor and
must have been in their possession for at least (1) month prior to
the Show.

The age of Stud Beef Cattle shall be the actual age up to and
inclusive on the 21% March 20009.

On any protest relative to age, the Judge reserves the right to mouth
any Exhibit and make the final decision.

All Exhibits must be available for inspection to persons nominated
by the Society at any time - for any reasons.

Exhibitors must supply particulars regarding name pedigree and
age of the animal on the entry form.

Open to all registered pure beef breeds registered with their
respective breed societies.

All stock must be registered with their respective breed societies.
The Society will not hold itself responsible for any loss or
misdelivery of livestock or other Exhibits at the Show or damage
thereto.

Overnight accommodation is available from 4pm of the day prior to
the Show.

All cattle must be on the grounds by 8am Saturday 21 March 2009
If any Exhibit/Exhibitor is not ready to parade when the class is
called, then the class will go ahead without the Exhibit/Exhibitor.
Female beef cattle must be haltered and led with an approved
nose grip fitted. All bulls over the age of 12 months must have a
nose ring fitted.

Handlers must be OVER 18 years of age to lead a bull.
